The children have loved our
drawing club text ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’ and were all keen to make and taste their

own porridge on Wednesday afternoon. It was a lovely way to warm up in this cold
weather!

Tuesday was internet safety day, and the children enjoyed playing a range of different
games on the internet. We talked about how to stay safe online and what to do if you are not
sure about something you see whilst playing online games.

The class had fun with Mr Jared at their cross country event on Thursday and loved seeing
all their artwork displayed in the local church this morning. We hope you are also able to visit
the church next week to see the amazing array of artwork on display.

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This week in Year One we have been on a Curious Quest to Fraggle Rock!
We have been creating a Fraggle of our own and have thought of a way to
rescue Wembley Fraggle from the Gorgs!

The focus in our writing this week was to use “and” to extend our
sentences. We have produced some amazing pieces of written work and
used a good selection of adjectives.

In Maths we completed our unit of learning about addition and subtraction
within 20. We found missing number problems quite challenging and
have used a range of resources including Numicon to help us find the
answers. We know that having a good understanding of number
bonds to 10 will help us when working with larger numbers.

We have been busy creating our artwork for the forthcoming
exhibition in Winkleigh Church. We have made our own Mondrian
style paintings using pencil, pen and the three primary colours.

We also had a great time on Thursday afternoon when we took part in cross country.

In Year 2 this week, anticipation has continued to build around the dragon's egg that
appeared in our classroom last week! It finally hatched this morning to much excitement! It
has really helped us to focus on our writing over the past couple of weeks. We have planned
and written our own poems based on dragons.

Maths has seen us complete our length and height sequence. We have been busy measuring
in centimetres and metres before making comparisons, ordering and sequencing.

Across our other subjects we have been finishing our sequences. Geography involved
comparing Winkleigh with Tobago, which we learnt about from the text of Gregory Cool by
Caroline Binch. We have completed our artwork and loved visiting the church this morning to
view it alongside the rest of the school's creations!

On Tuesday, we learnt about Safer Internet Day, thank you to Miss McLean and Mr Walter for
helping us to find out more and for creating a fun quiz!

In maths, we have started our fractions sequence. We have explored the vocabulary to distin-
guish between proper, improper and mixed number fractions. Gaining our understanding of
how to find and 'break’ the whole.

Thank you to Mr Slocombe and the art ambassadors for all their hard work in putting together
our artwork in the church. We all worked really hard to implement the styles of David Hocak-
ney into our water pictures. | hope you get the opportunity to have a look during half term.
